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Ambrose (Ambroży) Gryszkiewicz and Helena Staśkiewicz were married in 1824 at the Catholic church located in Puńsk.  

Ambrose was the son of John (Jan) Gryszkiewicz and Regina Niewula. He was born in 1804 in Wiłkopedzie within the Sejny 
Parish, where he was still living at the time of his marriage. The family surname was also written as Hryszkiewicz. The most 
accurate spelling of Regina’s maiden name has not been determined at present. 

Helena was the daughter of Andrew (Andrzej) Staśkiewicz and Regina Pojawis. She was born in 1803 in Szudziszki within the 
Puńsk Parish, but was living in Buywiszki (Puńsk Parish) at the time of the marriage.

The Frank and Rose Murzyn family settled in Chicago, IL on a permanent basis in 1908. The family interchanged Murzynowicz 
and Marynowski through the 1940s until formally adopting the latter. Antoinette Murzynowicz/Marynowski married Roman 
Bykowski in 1936 at St. Stanislaus Kostka in the Pulaski Park neighborhood. Their daughter Betty A. Bykowski (mother) married 
Michael M. Byczek in 1974 at St. Helen’s on Augusta and Oakley in Chicago.
