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Philip (Filip) Król and Sophia Łącki (Zofia Łącka) were married on 1/26/1789 at the Catholic church located in Przeczyca. Sophia was a widow and her maiden name was 
not written down in any known document. She was associated with Joseph (Józef) Łącki at House #25 in Zagórze. It is presumed that her married name was Łącki, but it is 
possible that the church used her name at birth for the 1789 marriage record. Other possibilities include (1) her brother was Joseph Łącki or (2) both her birth and married 
names were Łącki. For purposes of genealogy, the name Sophia Łącki refers to her status as a widow in 1789 versus her name at birth. 

Based upon the marriage record, Philip Król was born in 1761 and Sophia Łącki in 1745. If accurate, Sophia (44 years old) was 16 years older than Philip (28 years old). 
They had one child, Matthias (Maciej), born at House #25 and baptized on 2/20/1790. Records did not list date of birth. Matthias Król married Thecla (Tekla) Lepa in 
1821, also in Przeczyca. They are Michael E. Byczek’s 4x-great-grandparents. 

Sophia Król passed away about one year after the wedding in 1791 at the age of 46. The family still lived at House #25 Zagórze. The date is illegible, but appears to be 
shortly after May 25th.  

The uncertainty surrounding Sophia's surname is further complicated by the baptism record of Matthias Król in 1790. His mother was listed as Sophia Łącki, as if that was 
her birth name. It is possible that Sophia was so well-known in the community that the church record reflected her status as a widow. The marriage record of Matthias Król 
in 1821 adds more uncertainty about Sophia’s identity. The mother of Matthias Król was listed as Marianna, whose father was Joseph Łącki. An important clue about 
Sophia’s life prior to the 1789 marriage to Philip Król is the farm located at House #25 in Zagórze. Philip Król appears to have acquired control of the farm after marrying 
Sophia. The land appears to have been passed down to Matthias Król and his descendants. Philip Król remarried and had other children who did not inherit the farm. This 
implies that Sophia was associated with ownership because it was her son, not Philip’s other children, who was directly involved with the property. Since Philip Król 
remarried shortly after Sophia’s death, it is reasonable to conclude that Sophia’s family, who lived on the same farm, played a vital role in his upbringing. Marianna Łącki, 
whose father was Joseph Łącki, may have been like a mother to Matthias Król. There is a high likelihood that Sophia’s deceased husband was Joseph Łącki. Therefore, 
Marianna Łącki could have been their daughter. She may have been a half-sister to Matthias Król. It is reasonable to conclude that an older sister might raise, or otherwise 
play a significant role in caring for her infant half-brother.  

There was a verified Łącki family at House #25 Zagórze prior to Sophia Łącki’s marriage to Philip Król in 1789: 

1785: Birth of Adam Łącki, son of Joseph and Sophia Łącki (maiden name was not listed). 
1788: Death of Anna Łącki, 20 years old, daughter of Joseph (estimated year of birth as 1768). 
1788: Death of Joseph Łącki, 50 years old. 
1789: Death of Adam Łącki, 4 years old 

These four known records show that there was a Joseph and Sophia Łącki family living at House #25 Zagórze. Furthermore, Joseph Łącki died just prior to the marriage 
between Philip Król and Sophia Łącki. There is a large age gap between their possible children Anna and Adam. Sophia would have been 23 years old in 1768 when Anna 
was born, which suggests there could have been several more children born between 1768 and 1785, one of which could have been Marianna. 
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Philip Król married Agnes Woytowicz (Agnieszka Wójtowicz) in 1791 shortly after Sophia’s death. The marriage was listed under House #24 Zagórze, which appears to 
have been the Woytowicz family farm. Agnes was born about 1771. Her father was Gaspar (Kacper), but her mother and place of birth are unknown. Philip and Agnes Król 
had eleven known children. Most of them were born at House #25 Zagórze:

Philip Król passed away in 1824 at House #25 Zagórze. The death record of Agnes (Woytowicz) Król has not been verified.  

The surname Król was written throughout the generations with a variety of spellings, such as Krul. Michael E. Byczek has determined that Król is the most accurate way to 
identify Philip for genealogy purposes.  

Refer to the Valentine Gil and Marianna Chebda documentary for cross-reference between the Król, Woytowicz, Dudek, and Gil families in Zagórze.  

The Józefińska land records for 1787-1788 show that Joseph Łącki owned House #25 in Zagórze. The Franciszkańska records for 1820-1825 show that Philip Król owned 
the farm. The 1850 cadastral maps show that Gregory Dudek was the owner. This chronology of ownership suggests House #25 in Zagórze was probably passed down 
from Sophia Łącki to Marianna (Król) Dudek.
