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Mathias Król and Thecla Lepa were married on 5/27/1821 at the Catholic church located in Przeczyca.  

The parents of Mathias Król were Philip Król and Sophia Lacki from Zagorze. Thecla Lepa’s parents were Gasper Lepa and Marianna Lis.  

There is uncertainty about the Gasper Lepa and Marianna Lis family. It is possible that two families with similar names may have lived within the Przeczyca Parish at the 
same time. The documents are being reviewed to determine the accuracy of all birth, marriage, and death records.  

Thecla’s surname is spelled as both Lepa and Lempa across a variety of documents. The spelling ‘Lepa’ has been determined to be the most accurate variation of the 
surname. 

The surname for Mathias appears to have been used interchangeably as Krul and Król. The spelling Król tends to have been used more frequently. Therefore, the spelling 
‘Król’ is recognized as the most accurate variation of the surname, while acknowledging the two spellings because that is how the records were written (as is also the case 
with Lepa/Lempa). It remains unclear whether this was the family’s choice or how the church recorded birth, marriage, and death entries.

Marianna Król married Gregory Dudek in 1844. They are Michael E. Byczek’s 3x-great-grandparents. 

Two of the births took place at House #25 Zagorze with the other two at House #5. It’s possible that this is a mistake and that all the children were born at House #25. 

Mathias Król passed away in 1831 at House #25 Zagorze. Thecla (Lepa) Król remained at House #25 throughout her life. She passed away in 1874.

Their son Michael S. Byczek (grandfather) married Marie Flanagan in 1950 at St. Bridget’s in 
Bridgeport. Their eldest child Michael M. Byczek (father) married Betty A. Bykowski in 1974 at St. Helen’s on Augusta and Oakley in Chicago. They have two children, 
Michael E. Byczek (the eldest) and Katherine S. Byczek, both born in the Bridgeport neighborhood.
