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Dominick (Dominik) Sidor and Christina (Krystyna) Pawlan raised their family in Klejwy within the Sejny Catholic parish. The 
most accurate analysis of records for the Sejny parish suggest that Dominick Sidor was born about 1735 and had an earlier 
marriage. Records suggest that Christina (Pawlan) Sidor was born about 1765.  

Christina’s maiden name was spelled with multiple similar variations that include Polon (Poloncowna). These variations are very 
similar and most likely refer to the same woman. Michael E. Byczek has determined that “Pawlan” is the most accurate spelling of 
the surname pending further research. 

There are some inconsistencies that require more information, such as why Lawrence Sidor’s death record listed his mother as 
Catherine and the baptism for Adam Sidor listed his mother as Apolonia. These appear to be inconsistencies versus different 
families.  

The 1815 death record for Dominick Sidor refers to his two sons who appeared as witnesses. Lawrence was 23 years old and 
Simon was 50 years old (according to the translation). The age for Lawrence is correct. If Simon was 50 years old, this raises a 
strong probability that Dominick Sidor may have had an earlier marriage as Christina Pawlan could not have been his biological 
mother.  

Records suggest that Dominick Sidor and Christina Pawlan had at least six children:

Their son Lawrence married Marianna Winikaytys in 1820. They are Michael E. Byczeks’ 3x-great-grandparents. 

Dominick Sidor passed away in 1815. He was 80 years old and lived in Klejwy. This death record is verified, as his wife was 
Christina Polania. If his age was correct, he would have been born about 1735.  

A death record for a widow named Christina Sidor took place in 1829. She was listed as 64 years old and lived in Klejwy. If the 
age was correct, she was born about 1765. This would suggest that she was not Simon’s mother. Analysis suggests that there was 
only one widow named Christina Sidor at the time. 

If Dominick was a widower when he married Christina, it’s reasonable to conclude that the wedding took place around 1785. 
Lawrence was born in 1793, and it’s unknown if he was the oldest. Digitized access to records for Sejny prior to 1797 are not 
available online. 

Dominicka Sidor’s marriage record (1821) and Stanley Sidor’s marriage (1825) both listed Paul (Paweł) Sidor and Frank 
(Franciszek) Sidor as cousins. This implies that Dominick Sidor had at least one brother.
