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Michael (Michał) Zaskiewicz and Marianna Abramowicz lived in Biała Woda within the Catholic Parish of Suwałki.  

Their son Stanley (Stanisław) Zaskiewicz married Victoria Izbicki (Wiktoria Izbicka) in 1818 at the church located in Wigry. They 
are Michael E. Byczek’s 4x-great-grandparents. The 1818 marriage documents suggest that Michael and Marianna may have 
already been deceased.
