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Stanley (Stanisław) Zaskiewicz and Victoria Izbicki (Wiktoria Izbicka) were married in 1818 at the Catholic church located in 
Wigry.  

Stanley was born about 1785 and was baptized at the church located in Suwałki. His parents were Michael (Michał) Zaskiewicz 
and Marianna Abramowicz. He was born in Biała Woda and lived in Sobolewo at the time of the marriage. One translation of the 
marriage documents suggests that both of his parents were deceased, but this has not been verified through death records.  

Victoria was born about 1794 and was baptized in Wigry. Her parents were Simon (Szymon) Izbicki and Marianna Czuprynski 
(Czuprynska). Victoria’s mother accompanied her to the church for the wedding without a mention of the father. This could 
indicate that her father was deceased, but this has not been verified. Victoria was living in Nowa Wieś at the time of the marriage. 
It is unclear whether that is where she was born. 

There are three known children of Stanley Zaskiewicz and Victoria Izbicki:

Their daughter Marcella Zaskiewicz married Joseph (Józef) Muracki in 1845 at the Wigry church. They are Michael E. Byczek’s 
3x-great-grandparents. Based upon the marriage record, Marcella was born about 1825.  

When John Muracki and Marcella Zaskiewicz’s daughter Maryanna Muracki was baptized in 1852, the mother’s name was written 
as Maryanna Zaskiewicz. It’s possible that the 1825 baptism (above) is Marcella, but she used a different name than what was 
written by the priest at the time of her baptism.  

The death record for Stanley Zaskiewicz has not been found. There is an uncertainty about the church records regarding Victoria 
(Izbicki) Zaskiewicz after their children were born.  

Presumed Remarriage of Victoria (Izbicki) Zaskiewicz 

On balance of probabilities, Victoria (Izbicki) Zaskiewicz remarried. However, without knowing when Stanley Zaskiewicz passed 
away, the church records require further research. There is a marriage record in 1833 between Jacob (Jakub) Kuczyński and 
Victoria Izbicki in Wigry. Jacob was listed as a 41 year old widower whereas Victoria appears to have been identified as a 40 year 
old unmarried woman. This would imply a year of birth as 1793, which is correct. Victoria Izbicki was listed as the daughter of 
Simon Izbicki and Marianna Czuprynski. The omission of her status as a widow is presumed to be a mistake. 

When John Muarcki and Marcella Zaskiewicz’s daughter Antonia Muracki was baptized in 1861, the mother’s name was written 
as Marcella Kuczyński. At first glance, this name appears to be an error. However, the 1833 marriage suggests Marcella may have 
been mistaken as having the maiden name of Kuczyński, which was her step-father’s surname.  

Victoria (Izbicki) Kuczyński/Kuczyńska passed away in Nowa Wieś (Wigry Parish) in 1856. One of the witnesses to her death 
was John Muracki, who would have been her son-in-law. The combination of Marcella Zaskiewicz’s maiden name being mistaken 
as Kuczyński and John Muracki serving as witness to Victoria Kuczyński’s death suggests that this marriage record is accurate. 

Jacob Kuczyński and Victoria Izbicki had one known daughter, Josephine Kuczyński (Józefa Kuczynska), born in 1835 (Nowa 
Wieś). Jacob Kuczyński passed away in 1860, also in Nowa Wieś.

Stanley Zaskiewicz and Victoria Izbicki are Michael E. Byczek’s 4x-great-grandparents. Their daughter Marcella Zaskiewicz  
(3x-great-grandmother) married John Muracki in 1845 in Wigry. Their daughter Josephine Muracki (2x-great-grandmother) 
married Peter Murzyn in 1870 in Wigry. Their son Frank Murzyn (great-grandfather) married Rose Sidor in 1897 in Sejny. Their 
daughter Antoinette Murzynowicz (grandmother) was born in Chicago, IL in 1912. The Frank and Rose Murzyn family settled in 
Chicago, IL on a permanent basis in 1908. Josephine (Muracki) Murzyn arrived in Chicago in 1910. The family interchanged  
their surname between Murzynowicz and Marynowski through the 1940s until formally adopting the latter. Antoinette 
Murzynowicz/Marynowski married Roman Bykowski in 1936 at St. Stanislaus Kostka in the Pulaski Park neighborhood. Their 
daughter Betty A. Bykowski (mother) married Michael M. Byczek in 1974 at St. Helen’s on Augusta and Oakley in Chicago.  
They have two children, Michael E. Byczek (the eldest) and Katherine S. Byczek, both born in the Bridgeport neighborhood.
